K is generally unenforceable unless in writing





Is K void or voidable due to mistake,illegality, misrepresentation, etc.





Can Π recover in quasi-K?





Void-unenforceable; voidable- option to cancel








K cannot be enforced





Is party discharged as result of impossibility, impracticability, or frustration

No breach- no damages





Non- breacher can cancel the K and recover damages.

Non-breacher may not cancel K, but may recover damages
